The Liturgy of Light

The congregation gathers outside of the interior of the church itself. Each person is
given a candle.

GREETING AND INSCRIPTION OF THE PASCHAL CANDLE

The presiding minister and the assisting ministers come and stand among the people.
One of them carries the paschal candle. The presiding minister and the assembly greet
each other.

P: The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the communion of
the Holy Spirit be with you all.
C: And also with you.

P: Sisters and brothers in Christ, on this most holy night when our Savior Jesus
Christ passed from death to life, we gather with the church throughout the
world in vigil and prayer. This is the passover of Jesus Christ. Through light
and the word, through water and bread and wine, we proclaim Christ's death
and resurrection, share Christ's triumph over sin and death, and await
Christ's coming again in glory.

The presiding minister traces the inscription on the paschal candle, which is held by an
assisting minister.

The new fire is lighted. The presiding minister waits until the fire is burning before
praying.

PROCESSION OF THE PASCHAL CANDLE

The assisting minister who holds the candle lifts it high and sings:
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The light of Christ. Thanks be to  God.

The Procession into the darkened church begins, led by the assisting minister who
bears the paschal candle. At the church door, the assisting minister lifts the candle high
and sings a second time:
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The light of Christ. Thanks be to  God.

All light their candles from the paschal candle, and the procession continues into the
church. Having arrived before the altar, the assisting minister turns to face the
congregation, and, when all have reached their places, lifts the candle high and sings a
thirdntime:
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The light of Christ. Thanks be to  God.

The paschal candle is placed in its stand.

EASTER PROCLAMATION - THE EXSULTET

A: Rejoice, now, all heavenly choirs of angels, and celebrate the divine
mysteries with exultation; and, for the victory of so great a King, sound the
trumpet of salvation. Exult, also, O earth, enlightened with such radiance;
and, made brilliant by the splendor of the eternal King, know that the ancient
darkness has been banished from all the world. Be glad also, O mother
Church, clothed with the brightness of such a light, and let this house
resound with the triumphant voices of the peoples.

The Lord be with you. C: And also with you.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
It is right to give him thanks and praise.
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It is indeed right and salutary that we should with full devotion of heart and mind
and voice praise the invisible God, the Father Almighty, and his only Son, our
Lord, Jesus Christ; who paid for us the debt of Adam to the eternal Father, and
who by his precious blood redeemed us from the bondage to the ancient sin.

For this indeed is the Paschal Feast in which the true Lamb is slain, by whose
blood the doorposts of the faithful are made holy. This is the night in which, in
ancient times, you delivered our forebears, the children of Israel, from the
land of Egypt; and led them, dry-shod, through the Red Sea. This is the night
in which all who believe in Christ are rescued from evil and the gloom of sin,
are renewed in grace, and holiness, by the rising brightness. This is the night
in which, breaking the chains of death, Christ arises from hell in triumph.

O night truly blessed which alone was worthy to know the time and the hour
wherein Christ arose again from hell! O night truly blessed in which heaven
and earth are joined - things human and things divine. We, therefore, pray to
you, O Lord, that he, in whose honor this candle burns, will continue to
vanquish the darkness of this night and faithfully shed light on all the human
race. through the same Lord, Jesus Christ, your Son, who lives and rules with
you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever.

C: Amen.

The congregation renews it baptismal vows by saying the Thanksgiving and Profession of Faith.

BAPTISMAL ADDRESS

P: On this holiest of nights, the whole Church of our Lord Jesus Christ recalls
His death and burial, rejoicing with great joy in the Gospel of His glorious and
mighty resurrection from the dead. The apostle Paul says:

"Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus
were baptized into his death? Therefore we have been buried with him by
baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the
glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. For if we have
been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be united with him in
a resurrection like his. We know that our old self was crucified with him so
that the body of sin might be destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved
to sin. For whoever has died is freed from sin. But if we have died with Christ,
we believe that we will also live with him. We know that Christ, being raised
from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him.
The death he died, he died to sin, once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to
God. So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in
Christ Jesus."

% All are encouraged to make the sign of the cross with the water from the font to
remember your baptism as you come forward to receive Holy Communion.

Lutherans teach that Holy Communion (the Lord's Supper) was instituted by Jesus Christ
himself for us to eat and drink. As his words declare, with bread and wine, he imparts to us
his body and blood, and with it the grace of God. This sacrament is God's way of giving us
the good news of Jesus in a concrete, physical way as we continue our pilgrimage on earth.
We are rightly prepared to receive this great gift when we come before God with humility
and faith. All are welcome to receive the Lord's Body and Blood who are baptized and
believe that Jesus Christ, crucified and risen, is truly present in, with and under the forms
of bread and wine for the forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation.
Ushers will dismiss rows to form two lines down the center aisle. Receive bread from the pastor and
proceed to the wine station nearest you. After you have received the bread, an usher will provide
each person with an individual cup that will then be filled with wine by the assisting minister. Only
individual cups with grape juice will be filled before hand. Coming forward to receive only the bread
is perfectly acceptable. Those choosing not to receive communion can come forward for a blessing
signaled by having your arms crossed over your chest. When you have communed, you may return
to your seat by way of the side aisle.
