OUR WORSHIP

hymns and songs, specially selected Bible readings, preaching, and Holy
Communion, God serves us by delivering to us sinful human beings the good news
of Jesus Christ as Savior, which we grasp by faith. In turn, we respond with prayer,
praise, and thanksgiving, which carries over into our everyday lives.

PARENTS AND YOUNG CHILDREN

Jesus said, "Let the little children come to me." The presence of children in
worship, even when they are noisy, is a gift to the Church and a reminder that our
parish is growing. If you have to leave worship with your children, feel free to do so,
but even more so, feel free to come back in!

PRAYER BEFORE HOLY COMMUNION

We do not presume to come to your table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our own
righteousness, but in your manifold and great mercies. We are not worthy to gather up the
crumbs under your table. But you are the same Lord whose property is always to have
mercy. Grant us, therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of your dear Son, Jesus
Christ, and so to drink his blood, that we may evermore dwell in him and he in us.

THE SECOND LESSON Romans 4:13-25

L: A reading from Romans.

By faith in Jesus Christ, who was delivered up and raised from the dead, we share in the
promise God made to Abraham.

®For the promise to Abraham and his offspring that he would be heir of the
world did not come through the law but through the righteousness of faith.
"For if it is the adherents of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and
the promise is void. "°For the law brings wrath, but where there is no law
there is no transgression.

'®That is why it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace
and be guaranteed to all his offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but
also to the one who shares the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all,
""as it is written, “I have made you the father of many nations”—in the
presence of the God in whom he believed, who gives life to the dead and
calls into existence the things that do not exist. **In hope he believed against
hope, that he should become the father of many nations, as he had been
told, “So shall your offspring be.” *He did not weaken in faith when he
considered his own body, which was as good as dead (since he was about a
hundred years old), or when he considered the barrenness of Sarah's womb.
“No unbelief made him waver concerning the promise of God, but he grew
strong in his faith as he gave glory to God, #'fully convinced that God was
able to do what he had promised. #That is why his faith was “counted to him
as righteousness.” #But the words “it was counted to him” were not written for
his sake alone, **but for ours also. It will be counted to us who believe in him
who raised from the dead Jesus our Lord, ®who was delivered up for our
trespasses and raised for our justification.
